HOW TO MEASURE YOUR CHILD

Measure the actual body
measurements as this is far more
accurate than measuring over
clothes.

CHEST: Measure around the chest
at the fullest part, placing tape
close up under the arms.

COLLAR: Measure around the base
of the neck where the collar sits,
inserting two fingers between the
neck and tape to allow growth.

WAIST: Measure around the natural waistline.
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TROUSER LENGTH: Measure the inside leg from crotch to floor without shoes on.

HIPS: Measure around the hips, 20cm (8") below the natural waistline.

SKIRT LENGTH: Measure from the waist down to where you would want the hem.

DRESS & PINAFORE LENGTH: Measure from nape of neck to length required.
