Curriculum Map- Autumn Term 

 English 
In English this term we will start with a picture book called Tuesday. The 

pupils will get chance to narrate their own story based on the events in the 

book. The pupils will then write a letter to the poet Michael Rosen based on 

his work as well as write their own poem inspired by him.  

Towards the second half of the Autumn term, we will produce our own fact 

files based on Victorian lifestyles. As well as this we will read Oliver and the 

Seawigs and create a diary entry in the character of Oliver!  

 

 

Maths 
In Maths this term we are focusing on Place Value, Addition and 

Subtraction and Multiplication and Division. 

We will be using skills we have already learnt whilst furthering 

the skills with new knowledge and processes. Our big focus will 

be around vocabulary and trying to use this in our reasoning.  

 
Wider Curriculum 

History/Geography- Our focus is on the Victorians – learning about the cities, 

daily life, school and the significance of Queen Victoria! 

 

Art and Design/D+T- The art we will create will be inspired by William Morris and 

we will make our very own rag coaster – based of the rag rugs used in Victorian 

times.  

 

Music- In Year 3 we are lucky to have external provision teaching Ukulele.   

 

PSHE- We will be focusing on our protective behaviours and ‘being me in my world’. 

 

Computing- First we will look at digital devices and then focus on creating our own 

media! 

 

Science – In Year 3 we are starting to look at our bodies, looking into bones and 

moving onto foods and nutrition.
